Old Telegraph Rd West is 
Rokeby 

Flora & Fauna reserve

11. Jindi Market is on the 1st Saturday of most months and is held in the carpark of the Harvest Kitchen. Rokeby Market is on the second Saturday of the month and held at Rokeby 
reserve.
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Go down the Monash freeway 
and turn towards Warragul 

at the sign. 
Go past Fountain Gate 

and keep going past Pakenham, 
Gumbuya Park, and the bunyip/

Tonimbuk turn-off. 
There is a service centre 

ahead on the left, 
turn at the road just past that

the Drouin exit going by the 

Robin Hood Hotel

12.In a different direction 
heading west  from the 
town along Jacksons 
track for about 2km is 
Nangara Reserve which is 
a Nature and art reserve.

wombat seats and fine 
ceramic sculptures 
by local artist 
Graham Duell.

further along

for a fine meal
